Make connections to the touch screen using Crestron power supplies for Crestron equipment. Power and data connection to the TS-1542 can be
provided by a single Power over Ethernet+ (PoE+) connection to the LAN port at the rear of the unit, as supplied by the Crestron CEN-SWPOE-16
(sold separately). Apply power after the Ethernet cable is connected.

6. Reinstall the tilt assembly using the two screws removed in step 1.
